Poble Espanyol
An open-air architectural unique spot

It
is located in Santa Coloma de Cervell6 (23 Km
from Barcelona). The crypt designed by Gaudi
stands out, despite being unfinished. Gaudi
introduced important architectural innovations
that laid the foundations for what would later
become the Sagrada Familia.
